Guests and committee representatives were recognized and welcomed to the meeting by Lee Thomas of NETMWD.   
By consensus, the minutes of the March 11, 2009 meeting were accepted as presented.
Lee Thomas introduced Randy Rushin of Water Monitoring Solutions who gave a Power Point Presentation update of the 2009 Basin Summary report and the upcoming FY 10-11 CRP program.  Art Crowe, TCEQ, commented that Black Cypress sometimes goes dry and that it takes awhile for the steam to return to its former conditions.  CD’s of the ’09 Basin Report were available on the sign in desk. 
Randy then presented a Power Point Presentation on the monitoring and RBA’s on Kelly and Hughes creeks conducted during the FY 09-09 contract period.
Lee Thomas gave a Power Point Presentation on USGS CRP Special Study that Dr. Bruce Mooring had put together to explain the special study and what the USGS hoped to accomplish by doing this work.  (Dr. Mooring was recovering from surgery and could not attend).  Art Crowe asked about the flow ranges and it was pointed out that the ranges were all designed to be low flow period between 8.5-49 cfs.  Art then commented that what if the following years were all high flows?  Adam Whisenant, TPWD, asked how the mesohabitats would be divided and Lee explained it would be divided into riffles, runs, and glides.  Lee then commented that study would meet TCEQ’s guidelines, Art replied that the information gathered would be meaningful for assessing data for a more regionalized approach rather than a state wide approach.
Randy updated the group on the progress being made in the Bacteria Assessment Project funded by the TSSWCB.  He outlined Agri- Life’s involvement with modeling select models during the storm events.  Marty Muse made comment on clarifying typical days between storm events.  
Lee then gave an update on Phase ll of the Caddo Lake Watershed Protection Program and invited the group to attend the Agri-Life Watershed Steward Program in Jefferson on December 3, 2009 followed by a Water Quality workgroup meeting, Adam asked about an agenda and Jennifer Meyer asked about the time of the WQ workshop, Lee stated there would be a daft agenda going out tomorrow and the meeting would be held at 4.00p.m.. 
Lee then gave a Power Point Presentation on the Continuous Monitoring Stations outlining the problems with the high water and the status of the sondes as they were being repaired.
The group then had discussions on Lake O’ the Pines Vegetation Management, Tim Bister gave an update concerning TPWD effort with Giant Salvinia at the overlook and Raymond Hedges advised there had been a plan to have a meeting with ACOE, TPWD, and NETMWD but the high water forced everyone involved to adjust their schedules, but a meeting needs to be planned.  Raymond informed the group that the Corp was in the process of acquiring 2,000 feet of boom and he outlined the existing plans for vegetation management on other lakes the Corp manages.  Tim updated the group on reports of water hyacinth and hydrilla and he didn’t think it was big concern at present, and added the level of the lake coming down will help with the evaluation of the vegetation.  Dr. Darville asked if any water intake structures are having problems with vegetation, Ben House, City of Longview, stated their intake was 20 to30 foot below the surface of normal pool, Lee stated there were no problems at the Tanner Plant intake.  This led to discussion of booms being placed around all intake structures most agreed that was a sound idea.
  Dr. Darville and Tim talked about Giant Salvinia on Caddo Lake, the area where the mechanical harvester had its trial run has been taken over with GS, Tim asked if there had been any dollar amounts for the harvester work as he had not seen any.  Tim stated that herbicide would always be cheaper.  Gary Spicer made the group aware of a court case involving MPDS.
 Raymond updated group on boat ramps that were closed but if there was a need the Corp could accommodate to make arraignment.  Lee told the group of TWDB status on the Sediment Survey going on at Lake O’ the Pines.  Vernon Rowe stated that Pilgrim Pride permit should be approved in early January and then the group permit should be next.
There being no further public comment or input the meeting was adjourned at 3.00p.m.   The date and of the next meeting was tentatively set for March 10, 2010 time to be determined later.
